The Anna Chaplaincy team was named after Anna in our Gospel story this week. 
We know for sure she ‘was of a great age, having lived with her husband seven 
years after her marriage, then as a widow to the age of eighty-four’ (Luke 2;36-37). 
She was a widow steeped in spiritual disciplines as the passage goes on to ex-
plain. When Jesus is carried into the temple, her words ring out confidently voic-
ing her conviction that God is on the move and bringing about salvation. So close 
was her relationship with God that he chose her to be there to witness and pro-
phetically announce the news to all who would listen. 
 
Too often we fail those of the 3rd age, to listen to their experiences, to see the life 
lived, in adult before us. We have so much to learn. Our passage shows us how 
important God see’s the role  the elderly have in teaching us. That is the gift we 
see as we seek to meet the spiritual needs of those in residential and care 
homes. Some of their abilities may have ceased, but to be present as they wor-
ship God in such a unique way, can only amaze us as we lead those services. If 
you feel called to this unique service, please talk to me.
